    The Grannies are a mad as fuck Punk band coming from San Francisco who I’ve enjoyed ever since I first heard them back in late 2004/early 2005. Seeing as they’ve just released their fantastic new album “Gumjob” I thought it was about time I caught up with Sluggo and Co. Here’s what Sluggo had to say on behalf of the band!

FFRUK: First off Sluggo how has the new album gone down with the general public so far?

Sluggo: Um, slightly better than a carpet tack being hammered into one’s gums. That is to say, some rather like it and

some are scared. As well they should be. One reviewer wondered why we weren’t more popular and then he remembered the "Divine-inspired" attire. Ah well...

   Upon first listen of the Grannies' Gum Job, you might think they are from Seattle circa 1989 when Dead Moon, The Melvins and U Men rocked the Crocodile Café—far before corporate whores laid claim to the town. You might think that, but you’d be wrong. The Grannies call San Francisco home. Gum Job is garage punk in its rawest, purest form. It is also pretty funny as they throw the middle finger up to mainstream life with “The Industry,” and call out posers in “Your Band Sucks.” The Grannies are unabashedly unashamed by their stance and views. And those are just the first two songs on this blistering, 13-track punk gem.

   Heavy low-end drives this record, along with dirty distorted guitars. But the band does have some unique diversity. “Viva La Electrocucion” features a flute solo, and on “Working Doesn’t Work,” there is Clarence Clemons-esque sax playing, both added by NYC avant-noise-jazz legend John Savage.

   Gumjob is recorded by production legend and musician Jack Endino. Having Endino at the helm certainly gives this record what it needs to fire on all cylinders, but the Grannies themselves are the spark that started the punk-a-fied fire. This is gritty, this is real, but most of all this is fun, the way rock and roll should be.

   Along with Gumjob, there is a bonus DVD filmed by Vermont filmmaker Spett. The DVD features The Grannies on tour in June of ’05 throughout the seedy European clubs.   ~ Randle Stevens
